What Will the Resurrected Body Look Like?
1 Corinthians 15:35-49

Those who reject the teaching of the resurrection ask two questions – Vs. 35.

Nature is full of examples and parallels that reflect the resurrection – Vs. 36-41.

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18

Contrast of the earthly body with the resurrected body – Vs. 42-44.

First – The earthly body vs. the heavenly body (vs. 42).

Second – Our earthly body is buried in dishonor but it will be raised in glory (vs. 43).

Genesis 3:19 (KJV) 
19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. 

Ecclesiastes 12:7 (KJV) 
7 Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God who gave it. 

Third – Our earthly bodies are buried in weakness but it is raised in power (vs. 43).

Fourth – Our earthly bodies are buried a natural body; our resurrected body is raised a spiritual body (vs. 44).

· Our spiritual bodies still retain the qualities of the earthly body!

Evidence to support there is a natural body and a spiritual body – Vs. 45-49.
