God Shows Us How to Have Victory Joshua 6:3-21 Part 2
CSBC – March 16, 2025 How do we conquer that wall?

Vs. 3-5

Principle #1 – God, your partner is able to conquer all things.

Romans 8:37 (KJV)
37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us.

Principle #2 – When faced with obstacles we are not facing them alone nor in our own strength.

John 16:13 (KJV)
13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.


Two main weapons we use in battle. First – The Word of God.

Second – Prayer

Three promises in the area of Prayer.
1. He will hear our prayers (Jer. 33:3). 2. He will answer our prayers.

1 John 5:14-15 (KJV)
14 And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.

3. He will help us pray (Rom. 8:26-27).

Principle #3 – God’s plan may seem silly but God’s ways get results.

Four reasons Israel experienced victory. First – They had a Word from God.

2 Timothy 2:15-16 (KJV)
15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 16 But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness.

Second – They believed God.

Third – They acted in faith

Fourth – They did it God’s Way.

Principle #4 – God has promised His church will prevail (Matt. 16:18).
